HHAA & NZ      Breeding and Registration Checklist





Below is a brief checklist of what mare owners should know about sending their mare to stud and in turn the process of registering the resulting foal.





1.	When sending a mare to stud the mare owner should verify that the stallion 	they wish to use has a current breeding permit with the Association. These are 	issued annually.  





2.	The stallion owner will also  have a current stallion return sheet, which will be a 	record of your mares service for the Registrar of the Association  and this 	document is strictly confidential to the Registrar and assistant only. This 	information is only used as verification of service and information is not passed 	on to any other parties.





3.	The mare owner should receive from the stallion owner the Stud’s contract of                                            


            service, stating amongst other things:-                                                                                                                





      i)    The name and address of the owner of the mare.





     ii)    The name and colour of the mare to be served, with all markings and 


             brands shown.





    iii)     This contract shall have also in it, or as an attachment a disclaimer notice stating


              that the mare owner has no objection to having their name and 


             address and mare particulars  attached to the stallion return sheet.


              This is to conform to the privacy laws that exist.for Australia & New Zealand.


	The contract needs to be signed by both parties.





4.	If the mare is being bred by Artificial insemination the Stallion Owner when he 	sends the semen should also send with it a Transported Semen Form stating on it 	your name, your mares name, markings and brands.  Your attending Veterinary 	surgeon will then sign the form stating that he has identified the mare on the 	Transported Semen Form that was sent with the semen and has inseminated her 	with the semen of the said stallion and no other.  Once a pregnancy is confirmed 	by your Vet the Transported Semen form is then completed and this form is then 	to be sent back to the stallion owner. 





5.	The stallion owner will on the proof of pregnancy issue the mare owner  with a Service Certificate fully filled out with the mare and owner particulars and dates of service. This certificate is in triplicate with one copy for the stallion owners records, one for the mare owner and one for the association for verification of the service.  The Associations’ copy is sent to the Association as part of the Stallion Return.  Please note that if a stallion owner does not complete their Stallion Return Sheet then no foals will be eligible for full registration. Also once notified of a confirmed pregnancy and the service has been paid, the stallion owner should issue a service certificate within 60 days. If there is a problem then the mare owner can contact the Association 





6.	On the birth of the foal or within the first 6 months after the foal is born the mare 	owner shall apply to the Secretary to have the foal registered.  If you are on the 	internet you will find the necessary papers etc. on the web site of the Association.


 


Procedures for Registration:





7.	Firstly you must become a member of the Association, is you are 	not already a member then this form can be sent in along with your foals 	Registration Application.





Is your mare registered ? Some time between mating and foal registration please ensure that your mare is registered with the Association.  Thoroughbred and Anglo mares with a traceable pedigree (eg NZ or Aust Studbook) that are 15.2hh and above are eligible to be registered with the Association as FOUNDATION MARES.  These mares must be classified by an association classifier.  Once completed foal out of a Foundation mare by a registered HHAA & NZ stallion are eligible to be registered in the studbooks of the Association.  Other eligible mares are Holsteiner/Warmbloods , Holsteiner/Arabs, Warmbloods and Holsteiner Derivatives.  Foals born of mares with no traceable pedigree are only to be registered as Holsteiner Derivatives.





9.	Sighting - as part of the Registration forms we require that a Vet or a HHAA& 	NZ Official SIGHT your foal on your mare and that the mares markings are 	noted.  This is to make sure that the foal we are registering is actually the foal 	from the mating we have the records for.


 


10.	Brands - for registration purposes all foals must be either branded or 	microchipped in one of the following options:


	A) 	have a stud brand on the near shoulder and numeral brands on the off


	B)	Microchip and a stud brand on the near shoulder


	C)	Microchip Only


	If you are intending to use microchipping then the number must be recorded on 	the Application for registration and the inserting of the microchip must be 	carried out by a Veterinarian at the same time as they sight the foal on the mare. 	Please also note that branding may be either fire or freeze brand.





11.	Foal Approvals - Foals by classified stallions with a current breeding permit and 	out of registered mares are also eligible to be assessed at a Foal Approval.  Scores 	are given for Type/Conformation out of 10 and Movement out of 10.  This is an 	early assessment of your foal that is designed to indicate to owners and breeders 	and the Association the quality of different stallions stock, whether early 


	Indications are that your foal may be worthy of being retained as a colt, gives 	breeders an informed and valued opinion of your foal.  Once approved foals are 	then eligible to be branded with the Association brand on their near thigh.  This 	is usually done at the time the foal is assessed and at this time is a hot brand.
